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Guidelines for
workshop paper presenters

Timing

Each workshop presentation at the conference has been allocated 30 minutes, unless the
workshop chair reports otherwise. This means 15 minutes for your presentation and 15
minutes for discussion. Please do not overrun the 15 minutes presentation, as this limits the
time available for discussion and may limit the time available for the presentations that follow.
Workshop chairs have been instructed to apply the 30 minutes time limits to all papers.

Format

Each workshop session will include a discussion session, giving the audience time to react to
the papers presented. In your presentation, please try to concentrate on the major issues
which your paper raises, rather than the presentation or too much factual background.
Delegates will be able to read this information for themselves either after the presentation or
in the conference publication.

Audio-visual equipment
All workshop rooms are equipped with a laptop and a projector to be used for Power Point
presentations.

All abstracts have been published in the abstract book. This book is available ONLINE
behind the QR code.

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Guidelines for
workshop chairs

Each workshop presentation at the conference has been allocated 30 minutes, unless the
workshop chair (you) reports otherwise, especially when there are too many presentations in
the session.

Your task as chair will be to introduce the speakers, keep the presentations to the allotted
time and to facilitate the discussion.

Each workshop presenter has been informed that they have 15 minutes to present in order to
allow sufficient time for discussion. In practice many presentations will run over time, but you
should warn people about the time at 15 minutes and then stop the presentation at 20
minutes if needed. This will ensure that there is sufficient time for discussion and will also
prevent the later speakers in the session from losing presentation time. It is also important to
keep the time in case delegates wish to move between workshop sessions.

At the end of each presentation you should invite questions from the audience. Please have
at least one question ready for the speaker in case none comes quickly from the participants.
Once the first question has been asked, others will usually follow.

Please make sure to arrive a few minutes early, in order to check if the equipment is working.
If there are any problems with the equipment, there will be technicians / students on hand.
Please report any problems to the conference desk.
